Re: Bank of Guyana Guideline on Sale of Foreign Currency by Money Transfer 
Agencies 
 

Bank of Guyana in an effort to improve the efficiency, depth and liquidity of the foreign 
exchange market and in accordance with section 11 of the Dealers in Foreign Currency 
(Licensing) Act 1989 and section 10 of the Money Transfer Agencies (Licensing) Act  
2009 specifies the following conditions on money transfer agencies as follows:- 
 
 

- Money Transfer Agencies shall sell their monthly net inflows to licensed bank 
cambios with a maximum of 25 percent of such inflows being sold to any one of 
such cambio.  

 
- All daily sales must be reported to the Bank of Guyana.
